Questions to consider, discuss or journal.
What visual aids have you experienced that remind you of God’s splendour and handiwork?
The Sign of Taurus:

We see vivid imagery of the return of Jesus. What signs in your own life strengthen your hope in
the return of the Messiah?

The Sign of Gemini:

It 1s suggested that the Sign of the Gemini represents the two missions of Christ, symbolising that
Jesus came in peace the first time, riding on a donkey, and will come as a mighty warrior the

second time. Which mission of Christ resonates more with you? How does that affect your faith?
The Sign of Cancer:
